Winner of 
QYO’s National Youth Concerto Competition in 2000, Kristian 
is now one of Australia’s leading soloists and chamber music 
specialists. The orchestra then performs two masterpieces of 
French impressionism, Debussy’s Ibéria and Ravel’s exhilarating 
Suite No. 2 from Daphnis and Chloe.

Concert 3 begins with Ancient Airs and Dances, arranged 
masterfully for strings by Respighi. The concerto of Robert 
Schumann is one of the great treasures of the cello repertoire. 
A fl awless example of refi ned Romanticism, it will be performed 
by Daniel Curro, ex-principal cellist of QYS and well known for 
his historically informed approach to music of the 18th and 
19th centuries. The concert concludes with one of the 20th 

century’s most important utterances, Stravinsky’s extraordinary 
Rite of Spring. The Youth Symphony gave the fi rst Queensland 
performance of this masterpiece in 1991 and it is essential 
repertoire for every advanced youth orchestra.

Now in it’s 36th year, the National Youth Concerto Competition 
is fi rmly established as Australia’s most important competition for 
string players aged up to 17 years. You will be astonished at the 
virtuosity and musicianship of these exceptional young talents.

The QYO Finale is a particular favourite with both performers 
and audiences. Showcasing the work of the 470 young 
musicians under the QYO umbrella, all seven ensembles will 
present their best repertoire from 2011.

To all music lovers and friends of Queensland Youth 
Orchestras, a warm welcome to the 2012 Subscription

The year begins with a Richard Strauss masterpiece, 
Don Juan. A musical portrait of that famous Spanish 
philanderer, it is one of Strauss’s most exciting creations. 
After auditions, one of the members of QYS will be 
chosen as soloist for this concert. Concert 1 concludes 
with the mighty 12th Symphony of Shostakovich, dark, 
brooding and full of power and drama.

Concert 2 opens with Carl Vine’s exhilarating 
Celebrare Celeberrime. This wonderfully crafted 
exercise in orchestral virtuosity is testimony to Vine’s 
standing as one of Australia’s finest composers. 
Beethoven’s 5th Piano Concerto is surely the world’s 
favourite Beethoven concerto. This Emperor will 
bring to us the formidable talents of Queensland’s 
own rising star Jayson Gillham. Finally, the not often 
played but exquisite 7th Symphony of Serge Prokofiev. 
Wistful, simple and lyrical with a resounding finale, it is 
a treasure from the Russian repertoire.

The first piece of Concert 3 is a rarely heard colossus 
by Vaughan Williams, Job, subtitled “A Masque for 
Dancing”, a musical description of the sufferings of 
Job as described in the Old Testament. We are indeed 
fortunate to have Graeme Jennings and Yoko Okayasu 
as soloists in Mozart’s glorious Sinfonia Concertante 
for Violin and Viola. Graeme, an ex Concertmaster 
of QYS, is now Senior Lecturer at the Queensland 
Conservatorium and Yoko is the esteemed Principal 
Viola of  the Queensland Symphony Orchestra. The 
concert concludes with the world’s favourite tone 
poem, Pines of Rome by Ottorino Respighi, one 
of the finest orchestral colourists of all time. Full 
of the might and grandeur of ancient Rome, the 
spinetingling finale will be a fitting end to the last 
repertoire concert.

The NYCC attracts the finest talent Australia 
has to offer; the sheer brilliance and often 
unbelievable virtuosity of the finalists makes the 
finals concert an event not to be missed.

Bringing the series to a close is the QYO 
Finale concert which has become QYO’s most 
popular offering. All 500 members in 7 groups 
present the results of 12 months dedicated 
endeavour, showing what QYO is all about.
